REVISON TO TITLE X OF MESA CITY CODE-JANUARY 2011

Section 1: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 1, BICYCLES AND SKATEBOARDS, is 

revised by amending Section 10-1-15 to read as follows: 

10-1-15: RIDING ON SIDEWALKS: 

When signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall ride a 

bicycle, skateboard, motorized skateboard, or scooter upon a sidewalk within a 

Pedestrian Overlay Area (POA). The Development Services Manager CITY 

TRAFFIC ENGINEER is authorized to erect signs on any sidewalk within a POA 

prohibiting the riding of bicycles, skateboards, motorized skateboards, or scooters 

thereon by any person. The boundaries of the POA are the east side of Country Club 

Drive to the west side of Centennial Way, the south side of 1st Street to the north 

side of 1 st Avenue. The centerline of the aforementioned streets shall be construed 

to be the boundaries. 

Section 2: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 2, PARKING METERS, is repealed in 

its entirety. 

Section 3: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-4 to read as follows: 

10-3-4: TRAFFIC ACCIDENT STUDIES: 

Whenever the accidents at any particular location become numerous, the 

Development SeF\'ices DirectorClTY TRAFFIC ENGINEER shall conduct studies of 

such accidents and determine remedial measures. 
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Section 4: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-13, TRAFFIC-CONTROL DEVICES, :Subsections 10-3-13(A), 10-3­

13(K), 10-3-13(L), 10-3-13(M), 10-3-13(N), 10-3-13(0), and 10-3-13(P) to read as 

follows: 

(A) Authority to Install Traffic-Control Devices. The Development Servioes Manager, 

with the appro\'al of the Counoil, CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER shall place and 

maintain traffic-control devices, signs, and signals when and as required under 

the traffic regulations of the City of Mesa to make effective the provisions of said 

regulations and may place and maintain such additional traffic-control devices 

as he may deem necessary to regulate traffic under the traffic laws of the City or 

under State law or to guide or warn traffic. 

(K) Authority 	 to Close Streets for Block Parties. The Development Services 

Manager CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER or his designee is hereby authorized to 

grant temporary street closures for block parties. 

(L) 	 Development Servioes Manager CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER to Designate 

Crosswalks, Establish Safety Zones, and Mark Traffic Lanes. The Development 

Servioes ManagerCITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER is hereby authorized on approval 

by the Counoil: 

1. To designate and maintain, by appropriate devices, marks, or lines upon the 

surface of the roadway, crosswalks at intersections where in his opinion there is 

particular danger to pedestrians crossing the roadway and at such other places 

as he may deem necessary. 
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2. To establish safety zones of such kind and character and at such places as he 

may deem necessary for the protection of pedestrians. 

3. To mark lanes for traffic on street pavements at such places as he may deem 

advisable, consistent with the traffic laws of the City. 

(M) 	Authority to Insta" Yield Right-of-Way Signs. The Development Services 

ManagerClTY TRAFFIC ENGINEER shall place and maintain yield right-of-way 

signs when and as required under the traffic regulations of the City and may 

place and maintain such additional yield right-of-way signs as he may deem 

necessary to regulate traffic under the traffic laws of the City or under State law 

or to guide or warn traffic. After the erection of such yield right-of-way signs, the 

driver of a vehicle about to enter or cross a highway or street from another 

highway or street shall, whenever a yield right-of-way sign is posted at the 

intersection thereof, yield the right-of-way to all closely approaching vehicles on 

the highway or street said driver is about to enter. 

(N) 	 Experimental Traffic Control. The CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER, WITH THE 

APPROVAL OF THE CITYDevelopment Services Manager OF his appointed 

representatives shall IS AUTHORIZED TO test traffic-control devices under 

actual conditions of traffic. This testing shall consist of conducting research and 

tests on current devices and traffic control devices not presently included in the 

Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices. 

(0) 	City Barricade Manual. The Development Services ManagerCITY TRAFFIC 

ENGINEER shall develop, revise, and publish a Barricade Manual. This manual 
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will establish proper procedures and practices necessary for traffic 

channelization and control measures to be used in conjunction with any work, 

construction, maintenance, or other use of City streets and highways. He or his 

authorized representative shall have the authority to approve or disapprove 

barricading utilized on any City street or highway. 

(P) 	 Authority to Install Restricted Entry Signs. Where necessary to preserve the 

public safety and welfare, the Development ServiGes ManagerCITY TRAFFIC 

ENGINEER is authorized to post signs restricting entry to a street, alley, 

driveway, or portion thereof. When authorized signs are erected indicating that 

entry is restricted, the directions of such sign shall be obeyed. 

The remainder of section 10-3-13 remains unchanged. 

Section 5: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-14, TURNING MOVEMENTS, Subsections 10-3-14(8)1 and 10-3­

14(C) to read as follows: 

(8) 	 Authority to Place and Obedience to Turning Markers. 

1. The Development Services ManagerCITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER is authorized 

to place markers, buttons, or signs within or adjacent to intersections indicating 

the course to be traveled by vehicles turning at such intersections, and such 

course to be traveled as so indicated may conform to or be other than as 

prescribed by law. 

2. When authorized markers, buttons, or other indications are placed within an 
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intersection indicating the to be traveled by vehicles turning thereat, no driver 

of a vehicle shall disobey the directions of such indications. 

(C) Authority to Place Restricted Turn Signs. The Development Servioes Manager, 

on appro'.(al by the Counoil,CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER is hereby authorized to 

determine those intersections at which drivers of vehicles shall not make a right, 

left, or U turn and shall place proper signs at such intersections. The making of 

such turns may be prohibited between certain hours of any day and permitted at 

other hours, in which event the same shall be plainly indicated on the signs or 

they may be removed when such turns are permitted. 

Subsections (A), (0) and (E) of Section 10-3-14 remain unchanged. 

Section 6: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-15, PROHIBITING TURNS FROM DRIVEWAYS by deleting 

Subsections (C) and (D) in their entirety, deleting the table in Subsection (B) in its 

entirety, and amending Subsections (A) and (B) to read as follows: 

(A) Authority to Place Signs Prohibiting Turns from Driveways. The De)Jelopment 

SeF\(ioes Manager, on approval by the Counoil,CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER is 

authorized to determine those driveways from which LEFT, RIGHT, OR ALL 

turns onto streets shall be prohibited at all times, prohibited during specific 

hours, or prohibited at other certain times, and shall place proper signs at such 

driveways. 

(B) Left Turns Prohibited From Dri'Jeways on Certain StreetsOBEDIENCE TO NO 
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TURNS SIGNS AT DRIVEWAYS. When authorized signs are erected indicating 

that 00 left, RIGHT, OR ALL turnS is permittedARE PROHIBITED, no driver of 

a vehicle shall DISOBEY THE DIRECTIONS OF ANY SUCH SIGN.make a left 

turn from SUGh drive'lJays in the following IOGations: 

Section 7: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-16, ONE WAY STREETS, ALLEYS, AND DRIVEWAYS by deleting 

Subsection (8) in its entirety and amending Subsection (A) to read as follows: 

(A) Authority to Sign One-Way Streets, Alleys, and Driveways. THE CITY 

TRAFFIC ENGINEER SHALL DETERMINE THOSE STREETS, ALLEYS, OR 

DRIVEWAYS THAT SHALL BE DESIGNA"rED AS ONE-WAY, AND'JVhenever any 

la'A'-S of the City designate anyone way street, alley, or driveway, the De\<elopment 

ServiGes Manager shall place and maintain signs giving notice thereof, and no such 

regulations shall be effective unless such signs are in place. Signs indicating the 

direction of lawful traffic movement shall be placed at every intersection where 

movement or traffic in the opposite direction is prohibited. 

Section 8: Mesa City Code Section 19-3-17, SPECIAL STOPS REQUIRED 

is amended to read as follows: 

(A) 	 AUTHORITY TO DESIGNATE Through Streets Designated. THE CITY 

TRAFFIC ENGINEER SHALL DETERMINE THOSE STREETS TO BE 

DESIGNATED AS THROUGH STREETS, AND PLACE AND MAINTAIN A 

"rRAFFIC-CONTROL DEVICE ON EACH AND EVERY STREET 

INTERSECTING SUCH THROUGH STREET OR INTERSECTING THAT 
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PORTION THEREOF DESIGNATED AS SUCH, EXCEPT WHERE TWO 


THROUGH STREETS INTERSECT, IN WHICH CASE THE CITY TRAFFIC 

ENGINEER SHALL DETERMINE ON WHICH STREET TRAFFIC·CONTROL 

DEVICES SHALL BE PLACED. When signs are erected giving notice thereof, 

drivers of vehicles shall stop at every intersection before entering any of the

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(GB) Intersections Where Stop Required. The De¥elopment Services ManagerClTY 

TRAFFIC ENGINEER is hereby authorized to determine and designate 

intersections where a particular hazard exists upon other than through streets 

and to determine whether vehicles shall stop at one (1) or more entrances to 

any such stop intersection, and shall erect a traffic-control device at every such 

place where a stop is required. 

(GC) Stop Signs. If the traffic-control device is a stop sign, every such stop sign 

erected pursuant to this Chapter shall bear the word "Stop" in letters not less 

than six inches (6") in height and such sign shall be reflectorized. Every such 

stop sign shall be located as near as practical to the stop line. 

(~D) 	Vehicles to Stop at Traffic-Control Devices. When traffic-control devices are 

erected as herein provided at or near the entrance to any intersection, every 

driver of a vehicle shall stop such vehicle at a clearly marked stop line, but if 

none, then at the point nearest the intersecting roadway where the driver has a 

view of approaching traffic on the intersecting roadway before entering the 

intersection, except when directed to proceed by a Police officer or traffic-control 

signal. No driver shall drive upon or through any private property such as an oil 

station, vacant lot, or similar property to avoid obedience to any regulations 

regarding this Section. 

(~E) Emerging From Alley or Private Driveway. The driver of a vehicle emerging from 

an alley, driveway, or building shall stop such vehicle immediately prior to 

driving onto a sidewalk or onto the sidewalk area extending across any 
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alleyway, yielding the right-of-way to any pedestrian as may be necessary to 

avoid collision, and upon entering the roadway shall yield the right-of-way to all 

vehicles approaching on said roadway. 

(GF) Stop When Traffic Obstructed. No driver shall enter an intersection or a marked 

crosswalk unless there is sufficient space on the other side of the intersection or 

crosswalk to accommodate the vehicle he is operating without obstructing the 

passage of other vehicles or pedestrians, notwithstanding any traffic-control 

signal indication to proceed. 

(MG)Obedience to Signal Indicating Approach of Railroad Train. Whenever any 

person driving a vehicle approaches a railroad grade crossing under any of the 

circumstances stated in this Section, the driver of such vehicle shall stop within 

fifty feet (50') but not less than fifteen feet (15') from the nearest rail of such 

railroad and shall not proceed until he can do so safely. The foregoing 

requirements shall apply when: 

1. A clearly visible electric or mechanical signal device gives warning of the 

immediate approach of a railroad train. 

2. A crossing gate is lowered or when a flagman gives or continues to give a signal 

of the approach of a railroad train. 

3. A railroad train approaching within approximately one thousand five hundred 

feet (1,500') of the highway crossing emits a signal audible from such distance 

and such railroad train, by reason of its speed or nearness to such crossing, is 
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an immediate hazard. 

4. An approaching railroad train is plainly visible and is in hazardous proximity to 

such crossing. 

No person shall drive any vehicle through, around, or under any crossing gate or 

barrier at a railroad grade crossing while such gate or barrier is closed or is being 

opened or closed. 

Section 9: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-18, MISCELLANEOUS RULES, Subsections 10-3-18(M), 10-3-18(0) 

and 1 0-3-18(P) to read as follows: 

(M) 	 Regulations for House-moving Vehicles. No driver of a vehicle involved in 

moving a house or other building shall drive or operate said vehicle on any 

street or public way within the limits of the City without first securing a permit 

from the Building InspectorCITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE, or his authorized 

representative, and all requests for permits shall state the time, the proposed 

route, and destination of the vehicle. No such house-moving vehicle so involved 

shall be driven or operated on any street or public way within the City without 

having in attendance a suitable escort and without having the vehicles marked 

plainly with the legend "wide load" both in the front and in the rear. The permit to 

be issued by the Building InspectorCITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE shall be 

prominently displayed on the house or building being moved, and no permit 
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shall be issued without a fee of two dollars ($2.00) first being paid by the 

applicant to the Building InspeotorCITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE. In the 

event that it becomes necessary for the Utility 0 ANY Department of the City to 

move any utility lines, TRAFFIC SIGNALS, STREET LIGHTS OR OTHER CITY 

FACILITIES to permit the passage of said house or building, then the applicant 

for a building permit shall pay to the City the actual cost of time and materials 

used in moving such utilities, TRAFFIC SIGNALS, S"rREET LIGHTS OR 

OTHER CITY FACILITIES. In the event any damage is done to any CITY utility 

lines, TRAFFIC SIGNALS, STREETLIGHTS, PAVEMENT, OR OTHER CITY 

FACILITIES of the City in connection with any such moving project, the 

applicant for such permit shall likewise pay to the City the cost of the time and 

materials for repairing any such t:ffiHtyCITY installation. 

(0) Commercial Vehicles Restricted On Certain Streets. 

1. When authorized signs are erected, commercial vehicles having a 

manufacturer's rating of one and one-half (1-1/2) tons or more or any 

commercial vehicle having a length of twenty-two feet (22') or more, inclusive of 

front and rear bumpers, or a commercial vehicle coupled to a trailer or semi­

trailer having a length of twenty-two feet (22') or more, inclusive of the front and 

rear bumpers, may not operate on those portions of streets so posted except for 

the delivery and pickup of merchandise, materials, or equipment going to or 

from a specific location requiring travel on streets so posted. The commercial 

vehicle must use the shortest and most direct route on such streets. 
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2. Signs prohibiting commercial vehicle traffic may be posted at specific locations 

where deemed necessary to preserve the public peace and welfare by the CITY 

Traffic Engineer and appro'.(ed by the Development Services Manager. 

(P) 	 Preferential Lanes. 

The De}lelopment Services ManagerClTY TRAFFIC ENGINEER is hereby 

authorized to designate preferential lanes by posting signs restricting the use of 

traffic lanes to certain classes of vehicles or movements. The restricted use of the 

lanes may be full or part time. Whenever authorized signs are erected indicating a 

preferential use, no driver shall operate other classes of vehicles or make other 

movements within that lane. 

The remainder of section 10-3-18 remains unchanged. 

Section 10: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-20, METHOD OF PARKING, Subsections 10-3-20(8) and 10-3-20(C) 

to read as follows: 

(8) 	 Signs or Markings Indicating Angle Parking. The Development Services 

ManagerCITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER shall determine upon what streets angle 

parking shall be permitted and shall mark or sign such streets., but such angle 

parking shall not be indicated upon any federal aid or state highway !Alithin the 

City unless the State Highway Commission has determined by resolution or 

order entered in its minutes that the road}lo«ay is of suffioient width to permit 

angle parking without interfering with the free movement of traffio. 
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Angle parking shall not be indicated or permitted at any place where passing 

traffic would thereby be caused or required to drive upon the left side of the 

street. 

(C) 	Obedience to Angle-Parking Signs or Markings. Upon those streets which have 

been signed or marked by the De'l~lopment Services ManagerCITY TRAFFIC 

ENGINEER for angle parking, no person shall park or stand a vehicle other than 

at the angle to the curb or edge of the roadway indicated by such signs or 

markings. 

Subsections 10-3-20 A, D, E, F, and G remain unchanged. 

Section 11: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-25, PARKING VIOLATIONS; LIABILITY AND ENFORCEMENT, 

Subsection (E) to read as follows: 

(E) 	 Schedule of Sanctions. The sanctions listed in the following schedule are the 

minimum sanctions that may be imposed for violations of the Sections of the 

Mesa City Code listed therein. Any vehicle parked in violation of a City 

ordinance or other provision of this Code other than those in the following 

schedule shall cause the person or persons liable for the violation to be 

assessed a minimum sanction offifteen dollars ($15.00).

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Section 12: Title 10, Traffic, Chapter 3, TRAFFIC, is revised by amending 

Section 10-3-26, WHEN VEHICLES MAY BE IMPOUNDED, Subsection (A)5 to read 

as follows: 

5. When any vehicle is advertised or offered for sale from a vacant property or 

unauthorized vehicle sales lot without the express written permission of the 

property owner when such property has been duly posted by the City to prohibit 

the parking or sale of such vehicles. Any property owner within the City may 

make application to the Building Inspector CITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE to 

authorize the City to post signs indicating that the advertising, offering for sale, 

or sale of any vehicle is prohibited on the applicant's property and further 

authorizing the City to act as the agent of the property owner to gain compliance 

with the provisions of this Section. Such application shall be made on a form 

prescribed by the Building Inspector CITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE. The 

Building Inspector CITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE shall thereupon cause the 

applicant's property to be posted with an appropriate sign or signs stating that 

the advertising, offering for sale, or sale of any vehicle is prohibited thereon. 

When such property has been so posted, it shall be the duly posted private 

property. 

The remainder of Subsection A, above, and Subsections 10-3-26 B,C,D,E,F remain 

unchanged. 

Section 13: SEVERABILITY. If any provision of this ordinance is held to be 

unenforceable or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining 
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provisions shall remain in effect. 

Section 14: EFFECTIVE DATE. The effective date of this ordinance shall be 

30 days following adoption by the Mesa City Council.
