 Maybe a portion of the fence near the gates could be painted and have their name 
on it

 The doors should be set in a formal pattern so they don’t look junky 

 Could they add the natural look and rusted material to the building? 

 Pitched roof seems residential, it should be blocky

 They could use clerestory to let light in a the top of the building

 Agreed that having glazing along Lindsay would add relief 

 Could they pub trellises or green screen every other box?

 Too much of the same 

 Liked Staffmember Alam’s example 
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Boardmember Bottomley; 
 

 If they use green screen it should stand out from the walls 

 They could use spandrel glass  

 Could the doors be another color?  White will get very dirty
