Chairman Whalen advised Officer Washington that the
members of the Local Board have reviewed his application and medical records. Chairman
Whalen outlined the process that would be followed by the Board and encouraged the members

Discuss and consider the Ordinary Disability Retirement application of Police Officer Kevin Wildes.

Disability Retirement application of Police Officer Kevin Wildes be approved, based on the fact that
Officer Wildes has a physical condition which totally and permanently prevents him from performing
a reasonable range of duties within the employee’s department, but was not incurred in the
performance of his duties as a police officer.

Carried unanimously.

Local Boardmembers thanked Officer Wildes for his service to the City.
