1. Chair Johnson declared a quorum present and the meeting was called to order at 7:30
a.m.

2. Review items on the agenda for the September 16, 2015 regular Planning and Zoning
Board Hearing.

Items on the September 16, 2015 agenda were discussed. Planning Director John Wesley
stated staff is recommending continuance for item *3-a, case Z15-027.

Staff member Wahid Alam discussed item *3-b, case Z15-029. Mr. Alam stated the
request is to replace existing buildings with a newly constructed convenience store. Mr.
Alam stated there is a private easement on the East side of the property. Mr. Wesley
clarified that Condition #6 requires the applicant to receive a letter from the adjacent
property owner which states they are not willing to remove the easement. Mr. Alam
explained the concern the applicant has with this condition. The applicant has requested
approval to provide documentation showing they attempted to receive approval from the
adjacent property owner in the event they are denied the easement.



Staff member Kaelee Wilson reviewed item *3-c, case Z15-031. Ms. Wilson stated that
she has received several opposition letters and a phone call from surrounding neighbors
concerned with the proposed retail business, Goodwill. Staff member Wilson has provided
the opposition letters to the Board for review.

Staff member Lesley Davis reviewed item *4-a, case Z215-026. Ms. Davis discussed the
rezoning request, Site Plan and Preliminary Plat of the proposed project which is a cluster
project. Ms. Davis stated the Mesa 2040 General Plan identifies this property as Mixed
Use Activity District, sub-type Community-Scale which is a continuation of the commercial
and industrial developments to the south. She stated that staff feels the best use of this
property would be a higher density residential or office project. This area provides
opportunity for growing employment due to its proximity to shopping and freeway.

Ms. Davis stated the applicant facilitated two neighborhood participation meetings which
were well attended. The applicant has received support of the neighbors for this project.

Boardmember |keda requested that case Z15-026 be removed from the consent agenda.
He stated he agrees with staff that parking is inadequate and would like to see the
reduction in homes and the pool relocated.

Boardmember Dahlke stated the project would strengthen this area and requested
clarification of the statement “Work Force Housing” and how this would fit into the area.
Staff member Davis clarified that the term “Work Force Housing” has many different
meanings. Ms. Davis stated staff would support condominiums or townhomes as an
alternative and would provide an opportunity for ownership, not just rentals.

Boardmember Allen stated her concern with parking, logistics with solid waste and
sustainability. Ms. Allen stated that the product appears to be different and asked the
applicant if the similar homes in the area have been sold. Boardmember Hudson also
stated her concern of the lack of available parking.

Review requirements for use of the Infill Development Zoning District.

John Wesley presented an overview of the requirements of the Infill Development Zoning
District.

Mr. Wesley updated the Board with the status of the open position in the Planning
Department.

Boardmember Allen made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:26 am. The motion was
seconded by Boardmember Dahlke.
