 2. Consider termination of deceased member Phillip L. Brown’s normal pension benefit and approval of

 3. Discuss and consider the Accidental Disability Retirement application of Firefighter AJ (Richard) 
Adamkiewicz. 

 
Vice Chairman Raines welcomed Firefighter AJ Adamkiewicz to the meeting.  Vice Chairman 
Raines advised Mr. Adamkiewicz that the Local Board has reviewed the independent medical 
evaluation of Dr. Michael Seivert and noted that Dr. Seivert is in agreement with the findings of Mr. 
Adamkiewicz’ attending physician.   
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Vice Chairman Raines stated the opinion that Dr. Seivert’s report supports Mr. Adamkiewicz’ 
application for an Accidental Disability Retirement and that, in view of the absence of questions from 
the Board, he would entertain a motion relative to this case. 

 
It was moved by Boardmember Perkins, seconded by Boardmember Brady, that the Accidental 
Disability Retirement application of A.J. Adamkiewicz be approved, based on the fact that he has a 
physical condition which totally and permanently prevents him from performing a reasonable range 
of duties within his department, and which was incurred during the performance of his duties.
