1. Review items on the agenda for the April 3, 2000 Regular Council Meeting. 
 

All of the items on the agenda were reviewed among Council and staff with no formal action 
taken. There was specific discussion relative to the following items: 
 
8. Consider the findings and recommendations of the Judicial Advisory Board to not 

reappoint Magistrate Gunn McKay. 
 
City Attorney Neal Beets explained that because Gunn McKay withdrew his application for 
reappointment as a City Magistrate, this item no longer required action by the Council. 
 
8.1 Consider the following items from the General Development Committee: 
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a. Recommend that the City enter into a 120-day exclusive negotiation period with   
ILR, Inc. for the redevelopment of Site 21.                                          

 
Mayor Brown stated that this item will be added to the consent agenda. 
 
9.           Consider the following cases from the Planning and Zoning Board and possible adoption 
              of the corresponding Ordinances: 
 
             b. The northeast corner of Warner and Power Roads.  Rezone from County AD 111 

to M-1 PAD with an AF overlay (81+ acres).  This case involves the 
establishment of City zoning on recently annexed property, City of Mesa 
applicant.

It was moved by Vice Mayor Giles, seconded by Councilmember Kavanaugh, that receipt of the 
minutes of the above-listed boards and committees be acknowledged.

 City Manager Mike Hutchinson stated that the meeting schedule is as follows:

5. Prescheduled public opinion appearances.  (Prescheduled appearances will begin after the 

preceding scheduled agenda items, which should be about 5:30 p.m.  There will be a maximum of 
three speakers for three minutes per speaker). 

 
a. Hear from Lillian Harwood regarding widening of Southern Avenue. 

 
Lillian Harwood addressed the Council with regards to the widening of Southern Avenue and its 
impact on several manufactured home communities in her neighborhood.  Ms. Harwood also 
requested an update concerning the City's position on this matter. 
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Solid Waste and Facilities Director Jack Friedline indicated that due to the recent approval of the 
expansion of US 60, the widening of Southern Avenue will be held in abeyance.  Mr. Friedline 
emphasized the City would request input from the neighborhood prior to proceeding with any 
widening  project. 
 
Mayor Brown thanked Ms. Harwood for her input. 
 
b. Hear from Ron Foxx regarding manufactured home communities in Mesa utility billings. 

 
Mr. Ron Foxx addressed the Council regarding his concern that the landlords in many 
manufactured home communities are currently charging exorbitant rental rates and causing some 
tenants to cut back on food and medications in order the meet the rent increases.  Mr. Fox urged 
the Council to examine this issue. 
 
Mayor Brown recommended that the General Development Committee review this matter. 
 
Councilmember Davidson complimented Mr. Fox on his insightful presentation. 
 
Mayor Brown thanked Mr. Foxx for his comments. 
 
c. Hear from Jim Wees regarding manufactured home communities in Mesa utility billings.  

 
Mr. James Wittington addressed the Council regarding the issue that many landlords in 
manufactured  housing communities are charged on a bulk-rate basis for utility usage, but that the 
tenants are being charged a single residential rate, thus allowing the landlords to make a sizeable 
profit from the utility billed to the tenants. 
 
Mayor Brown thanked Mr. Wittington for his input.
