The Judicial Advisory Board of the City of Mesa met in the lower level meeting room of the Council

1. Approve the minutes from the March 5, 2008 Judicial Advisory Board meeting.

It was moved by Boardmember Snow, seconded by Boardmember Branham, that the minutes
of the March 5, 2008 Judicial Advisory Board meeting be approved.

Chairman Talamante declared the motion carried unanimously by those present.

3. Review, discuss and take action on items related to the appointment of a new City Magistrate:

a. Review appointment schedule.

Deputy City Clerk Michael Claspell briefly reviewed the process that would be undertaken by the
Board regarding the appointment of a new City Magistrate. He explained that following today’s
Executive Session, the Board would announce the names of the candidates selected to be
interviewed for the City Magistrate vacancy and also set the date and time for such interviews.
Mr. Claspell added that at a future meeting, the Board would discuss background reference
checks for the candidates and recommend three finalists to the City Council for their
consideration.
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Chairman Talamante stated that it was his understanding that the City received 22 applications
for the position of City Magistrate, of which the Board must interview a minimum of six
applicants and recommend at least three candidates to the City Council.

In response to a series of questions from Chairman Talamante, Mr. Claspell clarified that June
25, 2008 has been tentatively set as the date for the Board to conduct the interviews of the
candidates. He explained that the meeting room is reserved between 1:00 p.m. and 4:30 p.m.,
but noted that additional time or dates could be made available, if necessary.

a. Discussion or consideration of employment, assignment, appointment, promotion or
resignation of a public officer, appointee or employee of the City. (A.R.S. 38-431.03A(1))

1. Appointment of Magistrate — Board to select top candidates to interview

2. Finalize and assign interview questions.

It was moved by Boardmember Snow, seconded by Boardmember Branham, that an Executive

It was moved by Boardmember Snow, seconded by Boardmember Branham, that the above-
listed individuals be interviewed by the Board for the City Magistrate vacancy.

Chairman Talamante declared the motion carried unanimously by those present.
Chairman Talamante stated that the Board also selected an alternate candidate who would be

interviewed in the event one of the seven applicants withdrew his/her application. He added that
the name of the alternate would be identified only if that were to occur.
